INUDECO International Conference is an annual
scientific and practical event dedicated to the actual
issues of decommissioning of nuclear facilities,
radioactive waste management, environmental
recovery, and ensuring of nuclear and radiation
safety (since 2022, the aspects related to the wartime
conditions have also been added).

The conference has been held since 2016 in
Slavutych, Ukraine — a satellite city of the
Chornobyl Nuclear Power Plant that is a unique
international platform for the professional discussion
of the issues related to decommissioning,
environmental recovery and overcoming of the
consequences of the man-made disasters.

During the years of its existance INUDECO has
established itself as an authoritative international
platform that brings together scientists, nuclear
industry experts, representatives of the government
authorities, business, international organisations and
civil society from different countries of the world.
